Zoom — Live Sessions

Attendees will want to have approximately 1.5 MB/s connection times for their internet speed

If an attendee is having trouble with the Zoom platform, latency is more likely a problem, within your network.

o In some instances, try a mobile device if your desktop / local network is seeing some delay

o If a mobile device is not an option, restart your computer.

o Disable any file sharing which can hog bandwidth at inopportune times. These file sharing programs may
include, but not limited to, OneDrive, DropBox, Google Drive, etc.

o Disable any other programs that might be getting data through the Internet like calendars, weather reports,
etc.
